Military/Veteran Banner Program

2022 Application Period
November 11, 2021 - April 22, 2022

Display Period
May 30, 2022 - May 29, 2023

The Military/Veteran Banner Program will honor and recognize active duty military personnel or military vet-
erans that reside in, or have immediate family living in the City of Montebello. 

One banner permitted per honoree.

Criteria
To qualify for the Military/Veteran Banner Program, the following criteria must be met:

•	 Honoree is an active duty member or military veteran (Honorably Discharged) of the United States Armed 
Forces

•	 Honoree must be a current resident of Montebello or have an immediate family member reside in the City 
of Montebello

•	 Must complete and qualify per application on a first-come, first-served basis

•	 Priority will be given to honorees who reside in Montebello

Application Procedure
Banners will be designed and raised in the order that applications are received and approved, and upon space 
availability. Applications must include:

•	 Proof of residency (copy of driver’s license)

•	 An official military photo of the honoree (8”x10” or larger print photo; or 300 dpi minimum resolution for 
digital photo)

•	 Verification of military status (see note below)

To verify active military status, please visit the Department of Defense website and submit a copy of the veri-
fication page with your application. If a military veteran, please include a copy of the Veteran’s DD214.  If you 
are unable to locate the DD214, you may apply for a copy by visiting the National Archives website.

•	 Beverly Boulevard; Between Montebello Boulevard and Garfield Avenue

•	 Whittier Boulevard; Between Montebello Boulevard and Garfield Avenue

•	 Montebello Boulevard; Between Lincoln Avenue and Washington Boulevard

Banner Installation
Banners will remain up from May 30, 2022 until May 29, 2023. At the end of the exhibition period, banners 
will be given to the honoree (or applicant).

Frequently Asked Questions

What branches of the military are included in the Program?
United States Army; United States Marine Corps; United States Navy; United States Air Force and United 
States Coast Guard; Army National Guard.

May I apply more than once, for multiple family members? 
Yes, however, each application must be submitted separately, as each application will be reviewed on its own 
merit.

Do I get to keep the banner?
Yes. At the end of the installation period, all banners will be taken down, and applications or honorees will be 
given their banner to keep.

Can I renew my banner for another year?
Yes. Banner applications may be renewed annually, however you must pay $125 to replace the banner. 

What is included in the cost?
The cost covers one (1) – 30” x 84” picture banner made of high quality, UV protected material. Fee includes 
design, production, mounting, and hardware at no additional cost. 

The hardware for mounting remains the property of the City of Montebello.

What if my banner becomes damaged?
Banners that become extensively damaged due to natural causes during the period of installation will be 
replaced at no extra cost to the applicant, one time only.
